Responsive Return to School Planning for White Sulphur Springs School District 8

Background:

The Governor closed schools in mid-March to prevent the spread of the Covid-19 virus. The School
district used the first week to plan for distance learning, then implemented the plan the second week on
a trial basis. Videoconferencing meetings, digital portals, and paper pencil packets were implemented to
better serve instructional strategies and make connections with our students.

The transition to distance learning was made easier for middle school students as content is online
already with the Summit Learning Platform. The initial effort that first week was focused on creating
instructional material, videos, etc. and putting classroom email lists together. Video meetings using
Zoom allowed teachers to talk directly to students either in groups or one-on-one.

The first couple of weeks of the virtual model was somewhat of a success based on percentage of
students who completed the work. Teachers agree that the quality of work decreased significantly.
Some students who struggled to complete work while in school, excelled virtually. This could be due to
lack of peer interaction and the disruption to the learning time that can occur.

The Strategic Plan has two goals that focus on Innovation and personalized learning.

Goal Area 1: Student Opportunities

Statement of Intended Outcome, Five years: White Sulphur Springs School has enhanced the
educational opportunities and other programs and services for the highest advancement of each
student.

Strategic Objectives:

1. We will continually make progress towards our 5-year technology plan by:

a. Enhancing the post-secondary opportunities for students;

b. Enhancing personalized learning for each student;

c. Increasing the collaboration/partnership with community to give our students
additional opportunities;

d. Enhancing the supports for at-risk students and families;

e. Enhancing the curricular/extra-curricular activities for our students while keeping
academics as a priority.

Goal Area 2: Innovation

Statement of Intended Outcome, Five years: White Sulphur Springs School has made innovation a
priority to ensure that we are effectively enhancing the learning opportunities and experience for each
student.
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Strategic Objectives:

1. We will continually make progress towards our 5-year technology plan by:
a. Creating and enhancing a culture where new ideas, change and growth mindset are
embraced;
b. Promotion of the great things that we are doing as a District.

Opportunity to Innovate:

The shift to blended and distance learning provides an excellent opportunity to overcome the barriers
that prevent innovation and further erode the traditional educational model to create a new vision for
public education that incorporates a blended model to ensure personalized and individualized
instruction tailored to each child’s unique needs.

As we begin planning for the fall and what that might look like, the district needs to consider three
things:
1) Determine the multiple pathways for a return in the fall, with the expressed intent to address
the needs of all students in a personalized, individualized manner.
2) Rethink the way learning and teaching are designed so that the entire district community can
thrive.
3) Build agile and responsive practices to support all students and families in a time of crisis.

To address these three areas, the planning team must first analyze and come up with solutions to:
1) Eliminate barriers to learning (virtually and in-person)
) Identify barriers to mastery of content being taught
) Identify students’ needs in a personalized and individualized learning environment
) Harness technology to enhance 24/7 educational opportunities for students and
individualize instruction

Barriers:
= Limited or no internet connections
=  Students not mastering Habits of Success

Governor’s Phased Reopening Plan:
The Governor’s Reopening plan covers three phases (Full Phase description in Appendix A):

Closures — Total virtual learning
Phase 1: Limiting the number of students present in school building.

e  Virtual learning with scheduled workshops in the building for students who get behind
e PE/Health classes should focus on disease prevention
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This phase requires social distancing, temperatures taken, frequent hand washing/sanitizing, no
extracurricular activities/sports
Meals are grab-n-go

Phase 2: Full capacity but limiting number of activities to allow for continued social distancing

Governors Order: Non-congregate group size has increased from 10 to 50 people

Recommend gatherings of groups of normal class size in shifts (recess, cafeteria and hallway
passing).

Meals provided in class groups so no intermingling between classes occurs. No more than 50 in
cafeteria at a time; staggering classes so no long lines form.

Larger school events that draw in-person crowds are discouraged (sports, assemblies, dances
etc.)

Monitor students for re-emergence of virus.

Be prepared to shut down or move to Phase 1.

Hybrid delivery of instruction, combination of on campus instruction and virtual instruction on
alternative days to keep numbers on campus manageable. (See Schedule in Appendix B)

Phase 3: Near full capacity and full operations but with continued vigilance in health and safety best
practices.

Governors Order: Return to Normal Operations

Per the Governor's orders, gatherings of larger than normal class size are allowed.

Begin discussions on restructuring and resuming extra-curricular activities and afterschool
programs and sports events.

Full on-campus instruction and lunch in the cafeteria.

Virtual resources (recorded lectures, demonstrations, class discussion) to be posted online for
students who are absent or have extended health issues.

Flexibility and Efficiencies

With the uncertainty of what will happen in the fall and the experts saying a resurgence of the virus will
hit again in the fall/winter, the district needs to create a plan that best meets the needs of our students’
education and give us the flexibility to pivot to complete opening or complete closure.

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» CDC guidelines create a standard of care to be maintained regardless of the Phase opening the
State is in. This includes social distancing, intensive sanitizing, and multi-layer face coverings.

White Sulphur Springs Fall Schools Reopening Plan:

If in Phase 3:

All students will come back to campus and resume normal instruction under the block schedule through
the remainder of the school year. Frequent handwashing, disinfecting of surfaces and commonly
touched areas, and distancing as much as possible will be maintained. Students and staff may wear
multi-layer face coverings or face shields if they choose.

Any student/staff with a fever or not feeling well must stay home.

Teachers should prepare recorded video instruction for students who contract the virus and are
guarantined for extended lengths of time or those that choose the on-line model of instruction. This
instruction can be delivered online or saved on a thumb drive and sent home. Packets should be sent
home as well.

Hot meals will be provided in the cafeteria as normal.

Extracurricular activities — BPA, FFA, etc. — may continue with social distancing observed as much as
possible.

Sports will be determined by MHSA and the Board of Trustees.

Students who become ill during the day will be isolated in room 106 in the elementary wing until
parents can pick them up.

Students and Staff may wear multi-layer face coverings.

If in Phase 2:

This Phase gives the district the most flexibility in pivoting back to Phase 1 or a full closure or moving
into Phase 3. Group sizes are limited to 50 without a county health approved plan.

Classes will be scheduled from 9:00 am to 3:40 pm for the K-6 classrooms (with some minor changes to
the specials) and will be in a block schedule for the 7-12 with teachers on campus to deliver instruction.
On-line instruction will be provided for those choosing that option. The 7-12 schedule will be as follows:

15 Semester:

8:00 am to 9:00 am each day will be for on-line instruction and teacher prep.
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On Mondays/Wednesdays students will attend their 1 period class from 9:00 — 12:00 and 7*" period
class from 12:45 - 3:40.

On Tuesdays/Thursdays students will attend their 2" period class from 9:00 — 12:00 and 5% period class
from 12:45 - 3:40.

2"d Semester:

On Mondays/Wednesdays students will attend their 3™ period class from 9:00 — 12:00 and 6" period
class from 12:45 - 3:40.

On Tuesdays/Thursdays students will attend their 4" period class from 9:00 — 12:00 and 8" period class
from 12:45 - 3:40.

For all grade levels, Fridays will be workshops with teachers scheduling students who are falling behind
or need additional instruction time from 8:00 am to noon. The District will also utilize Fridays for added
cleaning and on-line learning, Professional learning Communities, and prep time for teachers.

All Staff will be on campus Fridays. Multi-layer face coverings or face shields are required in common
areas

Meals will be served in the cafeteria with classrooms release times staggered.

Extracurricular activities — BPA, FFA, etc. — may continue with social distancing observed and no more

than 50 participating at a time Unless therelis a plan for the event approved by county health.

Sports will be determined by MHSA and the Board of Trustees. Large in-person events exceeding 50

Staff will be vigilant in monitoring student health. Staff and students not feeling well should stay home.
Temperatures will be taken when a teacher suspects a student may have a temperature.

Students who become ill during the day will be isolated in room 106 in the elementary wing, until
parents can pick them up.

Phases 2 & 3:

Parents/Students will have the option of participating in exclusively on-line instruction. This option is
only available with a commitment of no less than a quarter. If one takes this option they will be served
exclusively on line with no on-site instruction provided.
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Pick-up and Drop off. Bus students will receive a health check before boarding the bus. Parents should
not leave their children at the bus stop until the student has been approved for boarding.

All Parents/students/staff will receive a health check upon entrance to the building. Parents must be
available to take their student home if he/she does not pass the health screening.

With a few exceptions, as determined by the Board and/or Administration, no visitors (including
parents) will be allowed in the building during the school day.

Recesses will follow the schedule found in the School Day Breakdown document.

If in Phase 1:
Virtual learning will occur Monday through Thursday.

Meals will be grab-n-go for pick-up and delivery (if allowable).
Extracurricular events may happen if no more than 10 participate at a time and social distancing occurs.
Sports will be determined by MHSA and the Board of Trustees.

Temperatures will be taken prior to students getting on a bus or entering the building.
Students will use hand sanitizer or wash their hands upon entering the building.
Teachers and students must wear multi-layer face coverings.

If closures occur:
Instruction will be delivered virtually. Meals will be grab-n-go for pick-up and delivery (if allowable).

Safety Measures:
Regardless of the Phase the state is under, safety of students and staff is paramount. Students/staff not
feeling well or running a temperature must stay home. Standard health protocols will be followed:
» Frequent handwashing and use of hand sanitizer
Cough in elbow
Sneeze in tissue and toss it into garbage
Social distancing as much as possible
Elbow bumps instead of handshakes
Avoid touching face, nose, eyes, or mouth
Social distancing or multi-layer face coverings when distancing is not possible
Intensive sanitizing of occupied spaces
Temperatures of students/staff/parents will be taken upon entering the building. Students
riding the bus will have temperatures taken prior to getting on the bus. If a student has a temp
of 100 or more, they will not be allowed on the bus. Students who walk and who are found with
a temp or 100 or more will be isolated, and sent home.
» Isolated students will be given a mask to wear.
> If a student or staff member is sent home sick, he/she will be required to produce a clean covid
test before returning.

Covid Exposure:

The first line of defense to prevent the spread of disease is to stay home when you are feeling ill or have
a temperature. This approach may cause increased use of sick days for staff, requiring dipping into the
sick pool days. This may become problematic if the district does not have enough subs on hand to cover
staff absences. Many of our subs are older, which means they may not be willing or able to come in to
cover classes. For parents, it means they will have to stay home with a sick child and not try to mask
temperatures by giving the student aspirin, Tylenol, etc.
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If a Covid case is found in the school, the following steps will be taken per CDC guidelines (which may
change over time):

+* The room, or building wing depending on exposure in other areas, will be shut down for 24 to 48
hours, and parents called to pick up their students.

+* The room(s) will be closed off for 24 hours to allow air droplets to settle. The room will then be
sanitized thoroughly, then aired out.

%+ Students and staff can return to the room or wing.

Governor’s Guidance on Reopening Montana
School Re-entry & Recovery After a Pandemic Event

Per the Governor Directives (Appendix A) and in coordination with local public health departments who
are authorized to announce the process for recovery, the school district working with authority of the
local school board may begin the preparations for the reopening of schools. The information provided
can be followed for after-school programs and summer learning programs. Please note, any directive by
the Governor will appear in green font.

As we approach the opening of our buildings and welcoming students back, we encourage schools to
continue to take safety precautions to ensure the health of their students, staff, and greater
community.

As demonstrated in the Governor's orders, re-entry of students can also be conducted in three distinct
phases, following current CDC guidelines and other safety measures to prevent a re-emergence of
COVID-19.

It is recommended that you reestablish your schools/districts
. ” . Recovery Components
“Emergency Operation Team” (EOP) and assign a lead for the —
following recovery areas: Physical &
Structural

a) Academic Programming

b) Physical & Structural Environment Social, Emotional,

& Behavioral

c) Business Environment

d) Social, Emotional and Behavioral
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As the school reopens the EOP team can monitor the progression through the three distinct phases.

Why is this monitoring critical? Because the virus does not move, people move. The biggest challenge in
getting back to normal is the people movement. Threats may come from neighboring counties, and
when travel restrictions have been lifted, neighboring states and countries. Remember this phrase,
“Zero new growth in cases does not mean zero risk.” We encourage schools to remain vigilant in
maintaining their highest emergency response measures.

The three progressive phases are the following:

a) Phase 1: Limiting the number of students present in school building.

b) Phase 2: Full capacity but limiting number of activities to allow for continued social distancing.
c) Phase 3: Full capacity and full operations.

In all phases all staff are encouraged to monitor for re-emergence of COVID-19 symptoms and with
school administration in contact with the local health department for continued updates on community
re-emergence indicators.

Phase 1: Limiting the number of students present in school building.

Establish an estimated school re-opening timeline and share with staff, parents, and the Montana Office
of Public Instruction. Gatherings of groups larger than normal class size are recommended being
cancelled (e.g. assemblies, recess).

Academic Programming

Instruction department identifies steps to restore instructional integrity.
Consider refraining from school events that draw crowds. (ex. end of school year events for
students and moving up/graduation ceremonies for families)

GRADUATION CEREMONIES

Provide a live stream of graduation

Consider limiting spectator attendance

For larger schools, consider grouping graduates or providing multiple ceremonies

Follow social distancing between families

e Develop an “instructional reconstruction” checklist (base on the length of school closure; if
short-term, the checklist should be focused on make-up work and reorganizing the instructional
calendar, benchmarks, testing, etc.; if the closure was long-term, the checklist may require
restructuring of the current and following school year instructional and operational calendar
and events) to guide staff, students, and parents when school reopens. The checklist may
include anticipated instructional materials and supplies, as well as possible waivers from the
Montana Office of Public Instruction.

e Health and Physical education teachers are encouraged to provide Disease Prevention
Curriculum to all students.
Cancel extracurricular activities.

e ACCOMMODATIONS for students, teachers, and staff in an at-risk group:
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e Schools that reopen will need to take into consideration that some teachers and staff
will fall into the at-risk category because of their age or other health risks. These
individuals should have additional accommodations including teaching classes
remotely, utilizing a larger classroom where social distancing can be maintained, or
given an option not to return until the risks are reduced.

e Students who are high risk or who have family members who are high risk
should not be penalized for failing to attend and should continue to receive
remote support.

e Accommodations should also be extended to students and staff who are required to
quarantine due to exposure or potential exposure.

Organize pre-developed study packets and suggested activities for students and parents in case
of second closure of schools due to re-emergence of the virus and/or for students who remain
in the distance learning environments due to individual/family high-risk categories.

o Web-based education considerations:

* Cable Access educational television (with closed caption)

*» Cable Educational shows (with closed caption)

» Video-streaming (with closed caption)

» Textbook and study guide depositories with drive-through capabilities

» Teleconferencing

Physical & Structural Environment

Prepare classrooms by wiping down surfaces with disinfecting cleaners. Please note, cleaning
supplies, hand sanitizer, PPE are in very short supply and should be ordered ASAP. Supplies
ordered now may not arrive for several weeks/months.

Prepare an isolation area within the school building, supply an isolation area with personal
protective equipment.

Provide hand sanitizer.

Keep libraries, gyms, playgrounds off-limits, unless they can be sanitized between groups.
Utilize student distance spacing strategies to decrease contact with students, who may be
infected, but not exhibiting symptoms, until school returns to normal operations.

Maintain a status update for facilities not ready for occupancy.

Inspect all buildings, facilities, equipment, materials, etc. and determine status and needs for
operations.

Inspect all buses as functioning as may have been parked for an extended period.

Inspect all school cafeterias and buildings.

Survey supply vendors to determine when the supply chain and delivery system will be partially
or fully operational; provide vendors with supply needs. School districts should get in touch with
their county emergency manager if they foresee issues to getting PPE.

Finance department determines the process for fast-tracking purchase orders for essential
supplies.
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e Determine information technology status and operational needs; this will be related to financial
technology, also.
e Expand school cleaning routines by maintenance staff.

e Disinfect all work areas, counters, restrooms, doorknobs, and stair railings several times
daily; use other staff to assist. Clean all hallways, common areas, and the outside of
lockers daily to a level of sanitation prescribed by the CDC.

Air conditioning system filters should be cleaned and changed.
The school should be thoroughly ventilated and cleaned: opening all doors and windows
or turning the air conditioning/heating systems up.

e Cleaning of the buses after each bus route.

Physical Health

e Recommend school nurses or designated staff compile daily health reports for the Command
Team.
Implement temperature checks and/or symptom screening when possible.
Consider student temperature screenings for students before they enter the school and/or upon
entry onto buses. If transportation drivers conduct temperature screenings, ensure emergency
communication contact numbers are available to reach parents or guardians.

e Recommend CDC Practice good hygiene guidance posters (hand washing, cover while
snheezing/coughing, social distancing) be visible in classrooms and common areas.

e Require handwashing in regular intervals.
Require anyone (student and staff) with COVID-19 symptoms to stay home.

e Consider the use of multi-layer face coverings for all students and staff.

Social Distancing Options:

Consider breaking larger classes in smaller groups.
Students may alternate school days or attend half days. Allow for cleaning time in
classrooms.

e Separate student desks as much as possible. If possible, rearrange classrooms to allow
for 3 feet (holding am & pm sessions/seating every other desk) or 6 feet of distancing
between desks for full day sessions.

e Prohibit congregation in hall ways and lunchrooms; if possible, serve lunches in
classrooms to avoid gathering of students in the cafeteria; stagger class changes to
avoid large groups of students in the hallway; stagger dismissal for the same reason;
cancel gym class, choir or other school activities that place individuals in close proximity
or modify to allow social distancing.

Consider reducing bus loads to allow for one student per seat.
Keep students in the same groups or classroom, with teachers rotating when practical.
See Appendix B for other options to encourage Social Distancing.

Human Resources and/or administrative staff will begin the process of compiling phone tree
results indicating which staff members are ready to return to work, OR establish an Employee
Hotline Phone Bank or website so employees can report their status (name; position; work
location; health status; return to work date); use a predetermined Fitness for Duty checklist to
determine if an employee is ready to return to work and under what conditions.

Human Resources and/or administrative staff can develop a status report for each staff category
by school and department: teachers, administrators, custodians, bus drivers, etc. to help
determine if and when schools can reopen.

Human Resources and/or administrative staff can provide a daily readiness report regarding
certified and auxiliary staff.

Facilities, school buses, essential equipment are inspected, cleaned and included in the
readiness report.

Communicate with vendors for resupply timelines.

Establish a timeline and staffing threshold for opening schools and other buildings for staff,
based on reports from Human Resources and/or administrative staff, building and bus
inspections, local emergency management agency, and the local health department; determine
which schools can open and if temporary consolidation of schools is appropriate (which may be
necessary until all employees can return to work). Include other agencies in the discussion about
reopening schools, such as, public health, mental health, Fire Marshal, law enforcement,
emergency management, public transportation, etc.

Some schools may remain closed until facility and/or staffing requirements are met.

Share timeline for opening with news media and place recordings on the school district main
phone line; also add to the school district website and announce via social media.

Revise/update the school year calendar and share with staff, parents, and news media.

Daily reports of staff and student attendance is encouraged to be closely monitored.

Due to financial constraints, families may relocate. Consider cautiously enrolling new students
without immunization records and/or seek approval from the local health department, based on
immunization and other health guidelines provided by the local health department, the
Montana Department of Public Health and/or the United States Department of Health and
Human Services.

School office staff are encouraged to continually wipe down counters, faxes, copiers, telephones
keyboards and use sanitized pens in the main office.

Prevent any non-school staff, including parents, from entering school buildings.

Check with the school liability insurance agency carrier for any liability concerns for students and
staff contracting COVID-19 on school campus.

Social, Emotional and Behavioral

Activate mental health/student support service team (school counselor, community Mental
Health Partners, CSCT) to plan for students and staff, in conjunction with local mental health
services staff, including post-traumatic stress syndrome counseling.

Provide training and resources for classroom teachers on recovering from traumatic events. This
information will be provided in a separate document to provide guidance and support.

Post information on school district website and on social media for parents regarding

helping children cope with tragedies (i.e., “Teaching Children How to Respond to
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Tragedies” from the National Association of School Psychologists).

e A mental health status report, based on guidelines provided by the counselors and the Crisis
Management Team, is encouraged to be provided to the EOP and/or school administrator each
day. This report can include the mental status of students and staff in order to determine if
additional mental health services are needed.

Notify teachers, staff, students, and parents about support services available.

Consider establishing times to check-in with all staff so they feel supported and can voice
concerns or seek collaborative solutions as a team. Encourage the importance and focus on self-
care upon return to school building.

Larger school events that draw in-person crowds are discouraged (sports, assemblies, dances etc.) All
staff are encouraged to continue monitoring for re-emergence of COVID-19 symptoms and be in contact
with local health departments and local hospitals/health providers for continued updates on community
re-emergence indicators. Continue to monitor attendance for increases in absenteeism.

Recommend a daily assessment if relaxed restrictions are resulting in a new wave of infections. If
schools at any point the answer is yes, as per the Governor's orders, schools may need to take a step

back. Continue to work in collaboration with local health officials who can help determine any level of
transmission in the community.

CONFIRMED or SUSPECTED case of COVID-19

e Collaborate with public health to ensure each school has a plan for reporting, contact tracing and
both short-term or extended closures in the case of a positive COVID case related to the school or
community.

COVID-19 may come in waves and understand that the recovery process may repeat several times. It is
highly recommended that you always be prepared for school cancellations.

If a confirmed case has entered a school, all decisions should be made locally, in collaboration with the
local public health department.

Governors Order: Return to Normal Operations

Per the Governor's orders, gatherings of larger than normal class size are allowed. Begin discussions on
restructuring and resuming extra-curricular activities and afterschool programs and sports events. All
staff are encouraged to continue monitoring for re-emergence of COVID-19 symptoms and be in contact
with the local health department for continued updates on community re-emergence indicators.
Continue to monitor attendance for increases in absenteeism.

School Reopening Considerations

CLEANING AND SANITATION

* Frequent disinfecting of door handles, desks and other common spaces.

+ Require handwashing in regular intervals.

« Keep libraries, gyms, and playgrounds off limits unless they can be sanitized between groups.

+ Provide hand sanitizer.

SICK POLICIES
+ Implement temperature checks and / or symptom screening when practical.

* Require anyone (students or staff) with COVID-19 symptoms to stay home.

LIMIT CLASS SIZES
+ Consider breaking larger classes into smaller groups.

+ Students may alternate school days or attend for half days.
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MAINTAIN SOCIAL DISTANCE

» Consider use of face coverings by all staff and students

+ Keep students with the same group and in the same classroom, with teachers rotating when practical.

» Consider students eating lunch in the classroom to help limit mixing of students.
» Cancel extracurricular activities.
+ Prevent any non-school staff, including parents, from entering school buildings.

+ Consider reducing bus loads to allow for one student per seat.

GRADUATION CEREMONIES

+ Provide a live stream of graduation

+ Consider limiting spectator attendance

» For larger schools, consider grouping graduates or providing multiple ceremonies

» Follow social distancing between families

ACCOMODATIONS for students, teachers, and staff in an at-risk group:

+ Schools that reopen will need to take into consideration that some teachers and staff will fall into the at-risk category because of
their age or other health risks. These individuals should have additional accommodations including: teaching classes remotely,
utilizing a larger classroom where social distancing can be maintained, or given an option not to return until the risks are

reduced.

+ Students who are high risk or who have family members who are high risk should not be penalized for failing to attend and

should continue to receive remote support.

+ Accommodations should also be extended to students and staff who are required to quarantine due to exposure or potential

exposure.

CONFIRMED or SUSPECTED case of COVID-19

+ Collaborate with public health to ensure each school has a plan for reporting, contact tracing and both short-term or extended

closures in the case of a positive COVID case related to the school or community.
